"True New"

The young woman fell for the new guy. She fell for his story too. She should have known better.
Other guys before him had told her the same story. They claimed to love her even though they had
only known her a short time. But once again she fell for the new guy — and the new story — hoping that
this time, this guy, would be different, would be the one who truly loved her. Once again she ended up
hurt and disappointed....

"New" can mean a lot of things. Companies often market products or ideas as "new and improved" but they turn out to
be same-old-same-old. The latest "new thing" is often just yesterday's old thing packaged in a new way, which is proba-
bly why Solomon wrote cynically in the Bible, "There is nothing new under the sun.” (Ecclesiastes 1:9)

There are two words for "new" in the second half of the Bible — the New Testament. The first word (neos) means "new
in time." For example a "new" movie with the same tired themes of sex, violence, infidelity, and greed might be "new in
time" but it's really the same kind of movie that's been playing for years. The second word used in the New Testament
(kainos) means "new in quality" or "new in kind." Imagine an old restaurant that completely changed its menu, service,

furnishings, and quality of food. Or imagine a person who really was changed on the inside so that everyone could tell

he was now different — not at all the same person he had been. These are both illustrations of the second New Testa-

ment word for new — kainos, "new in quality."

To me this second word, kainos, means "truly new."

It is the word Paul uses in the Bible when he says that if anyone trusts in Jesus Christ, that person is a "new creation.”
He doesn't mean that the person suddenly becomes a baby again, he means that, whatever their age, God remakes
them on the inside. In his Last Supper on earth, just before he died on the cross, Jesus says he is making a new cove-
nant or agreement through his shed blood. He doesn't mean he is doing away with the old covenant or agreement God
had made with the Jewish people. He means that through his death God is breathing new life and additional love and
grace into that covenant or agreement. God is bringing it to glorious completion.

And here's a final thought about New for the New Year. In John's vision on the isle of Patmos, recorded as the book of
Revelation, he sees God sitting on his throne saying, "Behold | make everything new (kainos)." God's desire is not to
destroy his creation but to finally make it what He always intended it to be. God's desire is not to kill us, but to restore us
to His original plan, by changing us radically and completely from the inside.

There are two kinds of new: Fake new, which looks good on the outside, but on the inside is really the same tired old
thing in a new wrapper. And True new, which may be old and worn-looking on the outside, but on the inside IS brand-
new — a new creation. True new always comes from Jesus.

Most of what the world will try to sell you as new in 2010 is really Fake new. It's the same tired old thing in a fancy new
package. Don't be fooled by the wrapper. Instead in 2010, hold out for True new. You will never be disappointed.
