One thing | have learned as a pastor is that stories of God bringing turning points in people’s live S

are powerful tools of God'’s grace and call. In each new member class (Inquirers Class) that we
teach, we ask the participants to identify the first time they knew God loved them. Some share

that they have always known God'’s love, which is a wonderful gift to have. Others have a more spe-
cific time when they knew God first loved them.

The second question is, “Was there ever a time when you doubted God'’s love?” This is the difficult one because for
many it unfolds times of pain, possible feelings of abandonment, and hurt. Yet this, too, is part o f our faith story. In
fact | believe what binds us together as the church is not only our victories but also our pain and suffering.

The last question is, “How do you feel about God and Christ now?” Some share they are still having difficulty at

times but are on the road of spiritual recovery. Still others have found a deeper lasting peace wit h God in their jour-
ney of faith at this time in their lives. In every story, God’s redemptive power was at work in the ir lives.

We all have turning points in our lives when God has become real. When we know our stories, they be  come the flesh
and muscle of the Gospel for people who may be the ones to whom we are trying to walk across the roo m. Through
these stores of turning points to God, we begin to own our own faith. And are we ready to share wit h others what
God has been doing in our lives in a real and authentic way?

Let me ask you to do something. Could you write your faith story? Try to do it in 200 words or les s. Then, if you are
willing to share your story with others, please e -mail itto myfaithstory@kfpc.org . It will be anonymous unless you
specify you would like your name attached. If you can, please try to send the stories in by Februa ry 12", If not, we
will accept them anytime. We would love to print them out for others in the church to read and enjo y how God works
in our lives.

Augustine of Hippo is generally considered as one of the greatest theolo-
gians of the early church. His work and thinking have influenced every
area of philosophy and theology from the fourth century through the me-
dieval period, and even up to the present. Augustine's thinking involved
a wide array of interrelated topics, such as the nature of the will, the rela-
tion of faith to reason, his views on vices and virtues, and his objection
against Pelagianism. One of his most important contributions was his
philosophical understanding of the world, and the nature of God and
God's relation to the world. Much of the Christian philosophy from his
time to ours is based on Augustine's view of human reasoning and the
relation to religious belief, namely that the role of reason is to bring to the
believer understanding of what he believes. This understanding requires
a combination of faith and reason.

Augustine's thinking on evil and original sin has had a marked influence
on the development of the church's understanding of the theological con-
cepts of divine predestination and the role of divine grace in human sal-
vation. In addition, Augustine's many biblical commentaries illustrate im-
portant philosophical and theological positions in a way that has helped
shape approaches to the process and methodologies of biblical interpre-
tation. This course will touch on the most important aspects of
Augustine's thought.

Required text for this high-commitment, in-depth course is Stephen A.
Cooper's book, "Augustine for Armchair Theologians." We will cover one
or two chapters from this book each week. The course will include a mid-
term and final exam based on Cooper's text, as well as the material pre-
sented in each week's lecture, including sections from "The Cambridge
Companion to Augustine." Printed copies of the presentations will be
available as handouts.
