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FROM THE PASTORS

One of our core values at First Presbyterian Church is servant leadership. Servant
leadership is not only leading from the front but also leading from the middle and rear. It
involves courage, stamina, love and grace.

As we continue to understand our new vision statement, “Daily becoming the heart
and hands of Jesus Christ,” we begin to see that small acts of kindness have a multiplying effect in God’s
kingdom.

In servant leadership it is the small and seemingly unnoticed acts that have lasting effects and even
eternal effects. Servant leadership is really a life-long process which any follower of Christ can do. Interest-
ingly enough, science sees this in different ways with similar effects.

On an ordinary winter day in 1961, an MIT meteorologist named Edward Lorenz ran some routine
experiments and found some unusual results. Lorenz discovered that seemingly tiny and insignificant
changes in his data could produce huge differences in the final result. At first, Lorenz and other scientists in
the field of chaos theory called this "the sensitive dependence on initial data."

Fortunately, later Lorenz switched to a simpler term—"the butterfly effect.” In 1972, Lorenz pre-
sented a scientific paper entitled "Predictability: Does the Flap of a Butterfly's Wings in Brazil Set Off a Tor-
nado in Texas?" According to Lorenz's theory, the butterfly's wing-flapping doesn't actually cause a tornado,
but it can start a chain reaction leading to giant changes in world-wide weather patterns. In others words,
even tiny, insignificant movements or actions can produce huge changes that affect millions of people.

The Bible often describes a similar "butterfly effect” for the spiritual life. According to our Lord, the
spiritual butterfly effect occurs when we do small things—making a meal, visiting the sick, befriending the
lonely, opening our home to a guest, praying with a friend—for "insignificant™" people, which makes a huge
difference in God's eyes. But according to Jesus, there's also a reverse butterfly effect: consistently failing
to display small acts of kindness (i.e., living an unkind lifestyle) has a profound loss of opportunity in the
spiritual realm. Servant leadership helps us see that actions and sharing our faith can have incredible last-
ing effects in someone else’s life and ours.

folding laundry, drive time in the car, . . . What comes to your mind?

The opportunities and tools with which we are provided for conversations with God are simply a matter of opening
our eyes and ears to what the LORD has placed before us.

Remember that Paul encourages us in 1 Thessalonians 5:22 to “Be joyful always; pray continually; give thanks in all
circumstances, for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus.”

Dear Precious, Faithful Saints:

How we praise God for your prayers and faith encouragement to us and God’s school here in Ecuador! We are so amazed and
blessed by how God touches your hearts to write to us, pray for us and support the work. Thank you.

Our short time in the States last summer was wonderful! We were able to see many, many friends and make new ones. The
love and unexpected kindnesses were a tremendous balm to our souls. We drove 6,000 miles in less than six weeks visiting folks on the
East Coast and in the Mid-West. We praise God for His DVD of the school, which Kjersti edited. 1t was a great tool to share which we
trust inspired those who saw it to shine as lights for the Kingdom.

School has started with 40 children, 9 teachers and a secretary! This is the eighth year of the school. We are claiming new
beginnings and the breaking of old cycles. Already we have had times of being in the presence of the Lord and the children are praying
with a new intensity. This is good, for the enemy also knows that we are in a new beginning and is attacking in many ways. Please
pray for these little warriors. They live in homes where God is not honored, where hate, envy, anger and malicious lies fill the house.
These little hearts come to school and ask, “What do | say to someone (a parent) who is spreading lies?” Some of the children con-
stantly hear the school being maligned and cursed, yet they without fail pray for the safety of their school. It causes me to weep. Please
pray for God’s protection over these little ones. The enemy is terrified of this new generation and the powerful force they are becoming.

Every year a group with whom we are affiliated holds a three-day conference with speakers from Ecuador and the States. We
were given a wonderful opportunity to share our praise and love of Jesus at this conference! The pastor that organizes this conference

spoke at our school’s graduation program last June. He was so blessed by the children’s worship, he asked for a small group to come to
Guayaquil (10 hours away) to help lead in a couple of the praise and worship times. WOW! We prayed and practiced with fervency that

The Lord has put on my heart to do two e-mails a month. The first of the month we will send out news, spiritual insights and
requests from the school and His work in Tambo.
